• Proposition 1 (1%):  $2,175,700 

• Proposition 2 (2%):           616,400   

• Proposition 3 (2%):            248,000 

• Proposition 4 (2%):            182,100 

• Proposition 5 (2%):                 30,000 

• Proposition 6 (2%):            295,700 

• Proposition 7 (2%):              $46,100
