(B) a transaction conducted at a price and subject to terms available to the public; or 
(C) a purchase or lease of goods or services from a person that is chartered by a state or federal agE ncy and 
that is subject to regular examination by, and reporting to, that agency.

(A) of an employment or other business relationship with a local government officer, or a 
family member of the officer, described by Subsection (a) ; 
(B) that the vendor has given one or more gifts described by Subsection (a) ; or
